In August 2005, the City of Sioux Falls
announced the reconstruction of
57" Street to four lanes (two lanes in
each direction) from Cliff Avenue to
Sycamore Avenue. This second
) informational brochure is intended to
= give you the current status of the
“9@ project. (The first brochure was
& published in September 2005.) The
?‘6\0 foldout section illustrates the current
design of 57" Street.

Since the project began in August 2005, the following
activities have occurred:

e September 27, 2005 - Public Open House #1;
statistics were: 320 invitations sent, 125 attendees, 47
comments cards returned.

e October 2005 - Traffic counts and speed studies were
conducted on 57" Street and adjacent roadways.

o November/December 2005 - Field survey work was
completed; traffic impact assessment was prepared.

e January/February/March 2006 -

o Twelve (12) meetings were held with
landowners or landowner groups most affected
by the 57" Street reconstruction project. The
total number of attendees was over 135.

e Roadway design was adjusted and/or various
options considered based on comments received
at the September 2005 Public Open House and
on discussions at the landowner meetings.

This is the anticipated schedule for the rest of the
project:

e April 18, 2006 - Public Meeting/Open House #2 at
John Harris Elementary School.

o May to August 2006 - Right-of-way acquisition.

e May to November 2006 - Final roadway plans will be
prepared.

o June to September 2006 - Southeastern Avenue will
be constructed from 57" Street to % mile south of 57"
Street.

o September to November 2006 - Embankment for 57"
Street bridge over the railroad tracks may be
constructed.

e Spring 2007 - Roadway construction will begin and
should be substantially complete by the end of 2007.

e Spring 2008 - Contractor will complete miscellaneous
construction items such as landscaping, turf
establishment, and minor paving.

Here are some of the most prevalent 57"
Street comments that were submitted at the
September 2005 public open house, along
with responses (R) to the comments (C):

C: The proposed 10" wide sidewalk/bike trail
along 57" Street will infiinge on our privacy.
R: The design has been changed to leave the
é’:’ existing 5' wide sidewalk in place. New

Q sidewalk will also be 5' wide. This width
co((\(o will discourage bike traffic.

C: More turn lanes are needed between Cliff
Avenue and Lewis Avenue.
R: Turn lanes (one for right turns and one for left turns) have
been added at the 57" Street west approach to Lewis Avenue.
In conjunction with the new signal at Lewis Avenue, these turn
lanes will provide much safer conditions for turning vehicles.

C: Arden Avenue has too much “cut-through” traffic from 57"
Street to 49" Street that drives too fast.

R: A new option was developed for the connection from Arden
Avenue to Woodwind Lane. The new connection will not
connect directly to 57" Street, thus ensuring that nearly all of
the traffic on Arden Avenue will only be local traffic.

C: The railroad overpass needs to be screened with some type
of landscaping.

R: 57" Street will be moved approximately 190" south of the
existing roadway for the railroad overpass. This alignment
shift will provide a large area of open space that will be
planted with a wide variety of trees. The trees will provide a
visual screen of the overpass. The increased space between the
existing residences and the realigned 57" Street will
significantly reduce noise levels.

C: Drainage is bad on the east side of the railroad tracks
north of 57" Street.

R: The field survey discovered a storm sewer pipe that should
drain the area. However, one section of the pipe was missing.
As part of 57" Street construction, the missing pipe will be
installed and the railroad ditch cleaned out.

C: The raised median will restrict access to the areas north of
57" Street.

R: The main reason for the raised median is to get traffic to a
signal for left turns and u-turns, thereby improving safety and
traffic flow on a high volume roadway like 57" Street. The
traffic impact assessment determined that traffic volumes on
local and collector streets will remain acceptable after
construction of the raised median. A u-turn at Southeastern
Avenue and a left-in-only median opening at Gloria Dei
Church will minimize the traffic impacts to local streets.

C: 57" Street needs to remain open during construction.

R: The current plan is to close the section of 57" Street from
Bahnson Avenue to Sycamore Avenue during construction.
The rest of 57" Street will remain open to traffic during
construction. Sycamore Avenue from Mission Street to 57th
Street will also be closed during construction.
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
